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Ask The Official








QUESTION: Player 23 on Team A is being called for a minor infraction while Team B has possession of the puck.  The change of possession occurs when Player 23 (who is going to be penalized for the minor infraction) falls and pulls the puck under himself.  Should Player 23 be called for both the original minor and a delay of game or just the original infraction?








ANSWER: #23 should only be assessed one minor penalty.  The delayed penalty situation remains in effect until the offending team gains possession and control of the puck.  Once #23 establishes control of the puck, play should be stopped.  Therefore, he has not committed any other infraction
